ow in its 125th year, VFW continues to be the No. 1 advocate for veterans,

troops and their families around the world. As VFW’s Commander-in-Chief,

I am humbled to lead each of our incredible members to work on behalf of
veterans and their families in any way possible. During my tenure as Chief, I continue to
serve under the motto “Follow Me.”

The VFW Day of Service is the finest example of our great organization working
to benefit others. Launched in 2022, the VFW Day of Service kicked off on the first
Saturday in May. It is a month-long endeavor dedicated to serving communities around
the world.

This year, the #DayofService hashtag was used more than 3 million times across
several social media and news outlets. More than 500 Posts engaged on the Day of
Service. These acts of service surely spread the good news about the VFW.

VFW’s Day of Service was developed from the successful #StillSterving campaign,
which kicked off in 2020. Using the hashtag #StillServing, veterans share their stories
of continued service on social media. I am excited to proclaim that more than 3 million
people have engaged in this dynamic campaign. I encourage all veterans everywhere to
share their stories of how they are #StillServing.

VFW?’s community work extends to the importance of promoting education.
Through its Voice of Democracy audio-essay competition, the VFW awarded §1.4
million in scholarships in 2023-24. Another $865,000 was awarded to middle-school
participants in the Patriot’s Pen writing competition.

VFW?s generosity also extends through the VFW’s “Sport Clips Help A Hero
Scholarship” program. Now in its 11th year, VFW has awarded more than $12 million to
2,729 veterans and service members wanting to further their education. I am incredibly
proud of this program and VFW’s partnership with Sport Clips.

Another program in which I take pride is VFW’s Unmet Needs program. Since it
first began in 2004, Unmet Needs has distributed more than $13 million to more than
11,600 military and veterans families. This program provides up to $2,500 to veterans,
active-duty service members and their families during times of financial hardship. It is

humbling to think about the number of lives we touch through this program.

On Capitol Hill, VFW’s Washington Office staff plays a critical role in issues of great
importance to veterans. The National Legislative department advocates daily to improve
care and benefits for the community. The staff works to accomplish VFW?s priority
goals, which are established annually. In 2024, VFW continued the fight for the passage
of the TAP Promotion Act. This would ensure all service members have direct, essential
access to VA-accredited service officers during the Transition Assistance Program (TAPS)
classes. The Not Just a Number Act is another vital piece of legislation for which the VFW
continues its fight. This bill would require VA to look at how veterans are using their
benefits. Such evaluations could likely point to correlations between VA benefits and
suicide outcomes.

VFW?’s National Veterans Service (NVS) office also is in our nation’s capital. The
tireless work of our folks at NVS is the essence of why VFW was founded 125 years ago.
With a robust team of more than 2,000 exemplary VA-accredited service officers, NVS
recovered more than $14 billion last year for more than 590,000 veterans. That is billion
with a “B.”

Additionally, VEW has 23 service officers at Pre-Discharge offices on military
installations ready to offer assistance to those active-duty troops ready to be discharged.
The incredible part about the work of VEFW’s NVS team is that it is provided free of
charge. Unlike some law firms that claim to be “veterans advocates,” and then turn
around and charge exorbitant fees, our service officers are highly knowledgeable in this
field and ready to go to work for FREE for veterans.

As we continue to work towards the good of veterans over the next 125 years, VFW
will continue to lead the way in advocating for veterans in their communities. From
our work in the schools offering scholarship opportunities to America’s youth, to our
outstanding work on Capitol Hill, VFW is known and will forever be known as the
greatest veterans organization worldwide.

You have most likely heard of the Veterans of Foreign Wars. The initials
“VFW?” are emblazoned on many of our 5,646 Posts worldwide. We are
the nation’s oldest major veterans’ group, and we have been a part of the
country’s social fabric for 125 years.

We are an organization of nearly 1 million veterans who have
served overseas in war zones or areas demanding arduous duty, from
mountains and deserts to jungles and swamps.

What you might not know about is our continuing commitment to our

country and community. Our mission extends to troops serving overseas

today and their families waiting back home.

Our Mission: To foster camaraderie among U.S. veterans of overseas
conflicts. To serve our veterans, the military and our communities. To

advocate on behalf of all veterans.

Our Vision: Ensure that veterans are respected for their service, always
receive their earned entitlements and are recognized for the sacrifices they and

their loved ones have made on behalf of this great country.

VFW MEMBERS CARE PASSIONATELY ABOUT SERVING THEIR FELLOW CITIZENS. JUST AS
WE PLEDGED DURING OUR TIME IN UNIFORM, WE AGAIN VOW TO SUSTAIN A LIFELONG
COMMITMENT TO THE NATION AND OUR COMMUNITIES.

A VENERABLE ORGANIZATION

VEW traces its origins to 1899 when 13 Spanish-American War veterans
convened in Columbus, Ohio. By 1914, this group had merged with two

other Spanish-American/Philippine War veterans’ organizations to become

known collectively as the Veterans of Foreign Wars.

VIFW’s supreme governing body is its National Convention. Each July,
thousands of VFW members vote as registered delegates, determining
policy by adopting resolutions and making important business decisions.

VFW?s National Headquarters is in Kansas City, Mo., where
the organization’s administration and programs-related efforts
are coordinated. Legislative-oriented activities are developed and

implemented in VFW’s Washington Office in the nation’s capital

VFW-AFFILIATED ORGANIZATIONS

Joining VFW to accomplish its mission are the VFW Auxiliary, the

VFW Foundation, the VFW National Home and the Military Order of
the Cootie, which is composed of VFW members dedicated to assisting

hospitalized veterans.

NONPROFIT STATUS

VFW is a tax-exempt organization under section 501(c)(19) and the
VIW Foundation is exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code. Contributions to both organizations are deductible

under section 170(c).
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VETERANS HELPING VETERANS

Located in the nation’s capital, VEW’s National Veterans
(NVS) has served veterans, military members and fami-
lies for over a century. NVS was built on the principle of
helping these groups acquire their earned VA benefits.
Last year, VFW’s National Veterans Service helped
more than 593,000 veterans receive more than $14.6
billion of VA disability benefits, including back pay.
VIFW’s network of VA-accredited service officers has
been helping veterans receive their earned pay.
VIFW’s NVS Director Michael Figlioli said that VEW
is committed to a lifetime of advocacy for all veterans.
“Our representatives are representing a client from
the moment they file a disability claim, through a
review of the VA’s decision,” Figlioli said. “VFW also
files any appeals necessary for the veteran or family
member to receive the maximum benefit allowed.”
Figlioli said VFW Accredited Service Officers’
work on disability claims does not end with VA disabil-
ity claims. Service officers must be knowledgeable on
topics such as GI Bill and VA health care, home loans
and other VA benefits and services.
VIEW is especially proud to provide service on
23 military installations to offer assistance to those
active-duty troops preparing to discharge. VEFW’s
Benefits Delivery at Discharge (BDD) representatives
have been available for more than 20 years providing
free service. In addition to its legislative support of
the TAP Promotion Act (see p. 13), VEW continues to
champion to formally integrate its BDD service into
the military’s Transition Assistance Program, or TAP.
“It does not matter if you are a member of the
VIFW or not — we are here to help,” Figlioli said.
“VIFW will never charge a fee for assisting a veteran,
their spouse or family member in filing a claim.”
VFW Life member Jeffrey Cowell of St. Paul,
Minn., is among the 2,162 exemplary VA-accredited
service officers within the VFW’s network. As a VFW

Department ot Minnesota Service Officer since 2018,

Cowell has seen an average of about 35 veterans a week.

With the signing of the Honoring Our Pact Act on
Aug. 10, 2022, Cowell’s caseload shifted from mus-
culoskeletal claims to exposure-related claims, often
varying in respiratory issues such as rhinitis, asthma
and sinusitis. These conditions can range from post-
9/11 veterans exposed to burn pits to Vietnam War
veterans dealing with Agent Orange.

Cowell says his work impacts veterans from all
walks of life and enriches his life with a purpose.

“I am grateful for the opportunity to assist veterans
and their loved ones, and it gives me a chance to
said Cowell, who first earned his VFW
eligibility in 2003 during a European deployment with
the Minnesota Army National Guard in support of
Operations Iraqi and Enduring Freedom. “However, the
most rewarding part is seeing the tangible changes VA

serve people,”

benefits can be: helping spouses file their survivor’s
benefits in a difficult time, helping unhoused veterans
achieve stability, and providing relief through medical
care. This is truly the most fulfilling job I have had.”

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Cowell, who himself was medically separated in
2007 and awarded 20 percent for his disabilities, under-
stands the importance of seeking help from a knowl-
edgeable source like those of VEW service officers.

“It was not until I got the job as a VFW claim’s
examiner in September 2017 that I pursued any new

claims or increases of my own,” Cowell said. “Assign-
ing the VW as your representatives ensures compe-
tent representation from step 1 all the way to the BVA.
VEFW?’s training is top-notch. No one should file their
claims on their own, and no one should have to pay for
their rightfully earned benefits.”

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Belinda Boldoe, an Army veteran, is another exam-
ple of VEW’s outstanding service officers. An appeals
officer who assists veterans at the Georgia Department
of Veterans Service, Boldoe also is the service officer
with the Department of Georgia.

Boldoe said it is her goal to explain the process
of filing a VA disability claim to everyone she helps.
She added that she assists with about 25 VA disability
claims per month.

“We’ve been seeing a lot more claims due to the pas-
sage of the PACT Act,” Boldoe said. “Most of the claims
are respiratory related from veterans of the Persian Gulf

War through the wars in Afghanistan and Iraq. We also
get many claims from Vietnam War veterans who have
hypertension related to Agent Orange exposure.”

Boldoe recalled when she tried to file a disabil-
ity claim with VA, that she had no one to help her
through the process.

“There was no guidance, and I messed up my
claim,” Boldoe said. “When I saw the posting for the
job I have right now, I knew that’s what I had to do. I
was able to learn the process for myself, and I'm help-
ing guide others, so they don’t make the same mistakes
I made filing a claim.”

VEFW’s partnership with Humana has garnered more than 5.6 mil-

lion meals for families in the United States. VFW and Humana also are
alarmed at the number of active-duty troops and veterans who suffer from
food insecurity. This is the reason why VI'W and Humana wanted to give
healthy meals to needy Americans as a part of Uniting to Combat Hunger.

Volunteers at the 125th VFW National Convention in Louisville,
Ky., participated in a seed-packing event that helped families affected by
food insecurity. Those seeds were sent across the country to distributors
that provide healthy and fresh produce to those in need.

VIFW Foundation Director of Donor Relations Richard Freiburghouse
said that the Uniting to Combat Hunger campaign exhibits VEW’s commit-
ment to serving veterans and their communities, as well as addresses one
of the most pressing issues facing many veterans.

“The core goals of the Uniting to Combat Hunger program are to alleviate
food insecurity in communities around the country and engage with VFW
members participating in meaningful service projects,” Freiburghouse said.
“By leveraging our networks and resources, VEW Posts can make a signifi-
cant impact, often involving veterans and their families in these efforts.”

According to Feeding America, 1-in-9 working-age veterans are
food insecure. The organization also claims that about 24 percent of
active-duty service members were food insecure in 2023 and about 1.2
million low-income veterans use the government’s Supplemental Nutri-
tion Assistance Program (SNAP).

VIEW has played an integral part in almost every piece
of veterans’ legislation signed into law for more than
125 years.

VIEFW advocates daily at the nation’s capital to
improve care and benefits for the military commu-
nity. The more than 1.3 million VFW and Auxiliary
members’ influence helps the organization achieve its
legislative goals.

The VFW’s National Legislative Service (NLS)
monitors all legislation affecting active-duty service
members, veterans and their families. The NLS team
regularly testifies at congressional committee hearings
and directly works alongside Congress and the pres-
ident’s administration to accomplish VEFW’s priority
goals and fight back against bad proposals that would
eliminate or cause harm to veterans’ earned benefits.

Every year since 1949, Congress has provided
VIEFW with the opportunity for the organization’s
leaders and activists to speak with lawmakers and staff
of their respective states.

One of VF'W’s top priorities made loud and clear
on Capitol Hill and beyond, is our fight against pred-
atory unaccredited companies, or “claim sharks,” that
target veterans” earned VA benefits. While the federal
solution to this atrocity has stalled, the VEW has
turned its attention to the state level. To date, VFW
advocates have succeeded in outlawing the practice
of claim sharks in at least six states, with more on the
horizon in 2025. For this, we could not be prouder.

Through 2024, VFW has advocated for many
veteran-related bills, including the TAP Promotion Act,
which was part of the 2025 National Defense Autho-
rization Act. VF'W highly recommended its passage,
which would ensure all service members have direct
access to VA-accredited service officers during

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Transition Assistance Program (TAP) classes. It also
will allow representatives of veterans service organi-
zations, such as VFW, to meet with troops leaving the
military.

The Foreign Medical Program Modernization Act, H.R.
9177, 1s another top priority for the VFW. American
veterans who support American interests abroad do not
get timely access to care, which poses a national security
risk. VW is the only organization talking about this
vital issue and we will continue advocate on behalf of our
veterans overseas.

Another VFW-supported bill, the Not Just a Number
Act, would require VA to examine how veterans are using
benefits. The evaluation could point to correlations
between VA benefits and suicide outcomes. The Not Just
a Number Act also would require VA to analyze which
VA benefits and programs have the greatest impact on
preventing veterans suicide.

The VFW-supported Not Just a Number Act was
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legislation that was part of the Elizabeth Dole Home
Care Act. It gives additional support to caregivers and
expands access to home and community-based care
programs for older veterans and would:

*  Expand access to a non-VA provider that
would furnish all-inclusive care to elderly
veterans living in the community.

*  Update electronic capabilities to assist veter-
ans and caregivers using long-term health care
and support services.

*  Start a pilot program that would address home-
maker and health aide services to veterans.

*  Give reports and conduct studies on programs
that provide medical and health services to el-
derly veterans in their homes and communities.

Alongside VFW’s legislative efforts are student vet-

erans. The VFW-Student Veterans of America (SVA)
Legislative Fellowship is a semester-long program
involving researching, coordinating and reporting on

behalf of one of four veterans’ policy areas, including:

* Student veterans success during and after their

education

*  Veteran’s health care and benefits

* Transitioning from military to civilian life

*  Challenges service members and military

families face every day

Since 2013, members of VFW and SVA have had
the opportunity to make their voices heard on Capitol
Hill. The fellows of VFW-SVA are given the opportu-
nity to meet lawmakers and administrators responsible
for implementing veterans’ policy.

VEFW?s collaboration with Student Veterans of
America (SVA) provides students a semester-long
academic experience involving research, action,
reporting and advocating for policies affecting military
members, veterans and their families. This year, the
legislative fellows pushed lawmakers to pass the Not
Just a Number Act.

One of those students who participated in this year’s
program was Jamie Springston, a member of VF'W Post
1064 in Huntington, W. Va. Springston, a Navy veteran
and former Fleet Marine Force corpsman, graduated
in 2024 with a bachelor’s degree in social work from
Marshall University in Huntington, W.Va.

“It was great working with everyone at VEW’s
Washington Office,” Springston said. “I was motivated
by the passion and care that every individual put into
our advocacy efforts and that was a big part of making
our work a success.”

VFW also advocates for veterans, military mem-
bers and their families through the Action Corps,

a grassroots-level newsletter that gives more than
400,000 VFW members, veterans and supporters a
chance to stay informed on issues facing the military
community. Newsletter subscribers stand ready to
email, write, call or visit our nation’s lawmakers to
make VFW’s voice heard on Capitol Hill.

latest generation of veter-

VFW Post 7392
in Oak Harbor on the
northern end of Whid-
bey Island, Wash., is no
exception. The Post is
home to more than 1,000
veterans, of which 870 are
Life members.

Leading the way is
Post Commander Julie
Doran, who has been a
VFW member since 2005,
and 1s the first female com-
mander of the Post. Doran
and her family were drawn
to the Post after finding themselves nearly homeless.

“As a mother of four, we were on the verge of being
homeless,” said Doran, a Navy veteran. “We owned a
large trailer, so I asked around, and a veteran from Post
7392 told me about the campgrounds at the Post.”

Doran, who still lives at the campgrounds with her
family, which includes her husband, a Navy veteran and
Auxiliary member himself, has since become camp host,
helping veterans like herself find a place to stay as they
transition from the military or navigate hardships.

“It’s my way to pay it forward,” said Doran, who
alongside her husband, also serves as caretaker of the
campgrounds, which includes a veterans memorial gar-

den, showers and a V-dome picnic area.

“When I first got to Post 7392, I realized how active
and amazing these people were. I had not seen what a
real VFW Post was until I came over to this Post. I used
to think it was just a hangout for older veterans. But they
opened my eyes, and I saw all the work they were doing
in the community.”

Doran said she finds her role as commander to be
rewarding. When she thinks of the VFW, she said she
thinks of the word “family,” because no matter what
anyone is going through, fellow members are always there
to help.

“One of the biggest challenges I have discovered as
Post commander is that I do not have the answer for
everything,” Doran said. “I have seen some challenges.
You run across so many personalities and that can be in-
credibly challenging. I learned that I do not have to have
the answer right away and to always counsel as I have
been taught. I must keep emotions out of the situation
and keep it professional. I lost my son four years ago to
cancer. He was a sergeant in the Army National Guard.
So, as you can imagine, that is a challenge, but I am
blessed to be sure I am there for the grieving loved ones
now, as they were there for me.”

Doran said when a new member comes to the Post,
she is sure there is always someone there to greet them!
She said it is important to get a feel for the person who
walks in and find out if they need assistance at all.

“I have run into several active-duty members and
their families who are getting ready to discharge and are
just not ready to be separated in all ways. This is how we,
as VEW members, can help. It is important that the new
member feels welcome and appreciated as they are often

eager to volunteer and help veterans and their families.”

Patrick Byrne, 40, lives in Greensboro, North Caro-
lina, with his wife, Jennifer, and their three children,
Patrick, Finnegan and Amelia. In college, he joined
the ROTC before serving in the Army for nine years.

Patrick was stationed in Georgia, North Carolina
and Alaska and completed deployments to Iraq and
Afghanistan. Now, years later, he manages several
health conditions related to his service.

“Similar to many who deployed to the Middle
East, I have a variety of chronic respiratory issues,”
he said. “Also, my last airborne jump was by far the
worst. I landed hard enough to sustain a concussion.
Today, I act as an advocate for fellow service members
to find the best care.”

Recently, Patrick was laid off from his job, and it was
taking longer than he’d hoped to find something else.

“I researched ways I could get help as time kept
passing and finances grew tighter and tighter,” he said.

Patrick found the VEW’s Unmet Needs program and
applied. He said the application process was straightfor-
ward, and the support was deeply appreciated. But, like
many veterans, Patrick found it difficult to ask for help.

“It was humbling,” he said. “I didn’t want much,
just something.”

Patrick used the aid to cover a payment on the
car he uses to get to interviews and meetings in his
job search. He encourages people to donate to the
VIW and other veteran-focused nonprofits because he
knows the difference their generosity makes.

“I am extremely thankful,” Patrick said. “I wish I
could visit those who made the assistance possible to
give you a hug and big thanks.”

SUPPORTING ROOP5 AND THEIR FAMILIES

A VFW Post in the Rust Belt continues to provide
much-needed care packages to troops deployed to the
Horn of Africa.

VIFW Post 470 in Erie, Pa., has gathered enough
items to fill 52 large postal service boxes. VEW Post
470 Commander Robert Depew said the most request-
ed items for troops deployed to the Horn of Africa
include puzzles, sunscreen, baby wipes, hot sauce,
raman noodles, Halloween candy, and flavor packets
for water, such as Gatorade or Powerade.

Depew said earlier this year, he received an email
from the VFW Department of Pennsylvania requesting
care packages for Pennsylvanian units.

Depew also said that troops from the regiment are
thankful for the care packages.

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DISASTER RELIEF

Through this premiere scholarship emocracy‘
program, Voice of Democracy, VEW
presented Sophia Lin with its first-
place $35,000 7.C. Selman Memorial Scholarship during the Parade of Winners in March 2024
in the nation’s capital.

Sponsored by VFW Post 3513 and its Auxiliary in Scottsdale, Ariz., Lin’s essay on
“What Are the Greatest Attributes of Our Society?” paid tribute to her parents, who
moved to the U.S. as a young couple with the hopes of becoming citizens. She wrote: “I
asked my mother why she kept persevering in hopes of one day becoming an American
citizen. She said, ‘because to be a citizen is to be a part of democracy.””

Lin, then a junior at BASIS Scottsdale, also used her essay to highlight a 100-year-
old World War II woman veteran named Dolly. The high schooler had previously inter-
viewed Dolly through the Veterans Heritage Project.

“She described an era when democracy was threatened, and young Americans like
her rallied to preserve it,” Lin wrote. “Dolly underscored that democracy is not just
about casting votes; it’s about fighting, both physically and literally, for a set of ideals
that make life worth living — freedom, justice and the pursuit of happiness.”

The Voice of Democracy contest drew nearly 40,000 students from grades nine through
12 for the 2023-24 year.

PATRIOT’S PEN

Bryant Day garnered top honors in VEW’s 2023-24 Patriot’s Pen youth essay contest. His
essay on the theme, “How Are You Inspired by America?” earned Day the $5,000 North
End Post 144, Paul A. Spera Past Commander-in-Chief Award.

Then an eighth-grade student from Ashland, Ohio, Day was one of more than
110,000 students in grades six through eight to compete in the contest. He was spon-
sored by VEW Post 9943 and its Auxiliary in Mansfield, Ohio.

The first-place recipients from each Department in the Patriot’s Pen contest shared
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the $54,500 in awards, distributed accordingly to each based on placement.

VEFW?’s third objective of purposes as listed in its Congressional
Charter is to perpetuate the memory and history of our dead.

To honor this mission, VFW Senior Vice Command-
er-in-Chief Carol Whitmore attended the unveiling of ‘A Soldier’s
Journey,” a 58-foot bronze sculpture at the National World War I
Memorial on Sept. 14 at Pershing Park in Washington, D.C.

Whitmore joined fellow VFW delegates and prominent per-
sons in a crowd that amassed hundreds honoring the sacrifice of
116,500 American soldiers killed during WWI, as well as several
hundred thousand more who fought to preserve freedom.

Among those in attendance was former VEFW national Quar-
termaster General Debra Anderson, a member of the World War I
Centennial Commission since 2016. Whitmore interviewed An-
derson to understand what the VEW did to help create this bronze
memorial.

“The World War 1 Centennial Commission was formed in 2013
because there was no World War 1 memorial in Washington, D.C.,
and Congress decided to do something about that,” Anderson said.
“So the Commission came together, represented 1,315 people, rep-
resentative of both political parties and then a representative from
the VEW and one from the American Legion.”

In good faith, the VFW and American Legion each donated
more than $300,000 toward the National World War I Memorial.
Anderson outlined the memorial, which includes an urban
park, a bronze 58-foot statue wall created by sculptor Sabin How-
ard, and a fountain. According to Anderson, each part serves as a

peaceful place to contemplate the cost of war.

“What we’re doing with this unveiling is to illuminate, to light
up the brand new statue that just got completed, cast in bronze,
and is here to tell the soldier’s journey,” Anderson said.

Whitmore agreed with Anderson’s sentiment, thanking her
for her commitment to the memorial.

“And it truly tells a story about the soldier and his family,”
she said. “So thank you for your hard work on this, and thank
you to the World War I Commission for this.”
